
PERMISSABLE PROPS - THINGS YOU ARE ALLOWED TO BRING INTO THE THEATRE: 
 
- one handful of rice: 

At the beginning of the show is a wedding. As Brad & Janet exit the church, you should throw 
the rice along with the phantoms. 
 

- newspaper 
When Brad and Janet are caught in the storm, Janet covers her head with a newspaper. At this 
point, you should likewise cover your head. 
 

- small watergun 
These are used by members of the audience to simulate the rainstorm that Brad and Janet are 
caught in. (Now do you see why you should use the newspapers?) 
 

- flashlight or glowstick 
During the "There's a light" verse of Over at the Frankenstein Place, you should light up the 
theatre with flashlights or glowsticks. 
 

- confetti 
At the end of the Charles Atlas Song reprise, throw confetti as Rocky and Frank do the wedding 
march. 
 

- toilet paper 
When Dr. Scott enters the lab, Brad cries out "Great Scott!" At this point, you should hurl rolls of 
toilet paper into the air (preferably Scotts Tissue). 
 

- bell 
During the song Planet Schmanet Janet ring the bell when Frank sings "Did you hear a bell ring?" 
 

- playing cards 
During the song I'm Going Home Frank sings "Cards for sorrow, cards for pain". At this point you 
should shower the theatre with cards. 

 
Please note: There is no dinner scene in the stage production, therefore toast and party hats are not 
necessary! 
 
NON-PERMISSABLE ITEMS - THINGS YOU ARE NOT ALLOWED TO BRING INTO THE THEATRE (including 
but NOT limited to): 
- eggs 
- prunes 
- hot dogs 
- ANY FOOD PRODUCT (other than a handful of rice) 
- lighters/open flames 
- supersoakers
